Constitution and By-Laws
of

We, the undersigned, wishing to secure for oursellre pleasures and benefits of an associatiorrsbps
commonly interested in Amateur Radio, constituteselves as The Rip Van Winkle Amateur Radio Socié
Inc. and enact this constitution as our governawg lit shall be our purpose to further the exchasfgafor-
mation and cooperation between members, to proradie knowledge, fraternalism and individual operg
efficiency, and to so conduct club programs aniviies as to advance the general interest andanelbf
Amateur Radio in the community.

Membership: Article |
All persons interested in Amateur Radio commundaoegishall be eligible for membership. Membershals
be by application and election upon such termé&@sglub shall provide in its By-Laws.

Officers: Atrticle Il
Sec. 1The officers of this club shall be President, VRsident, Secretary, Treasurer, Historian ang
Safety Officer.
Sec. 2The officers of this club shall be elected for mtef Two years by ballot of the members prese
[provided there be a quorum,] at the [annual] nmegith [December.]
Sec. 3Vacancies occurring between elections must bedfthe special elections at the first regular me|
ing following the withdrawal or resignation.
Sec. 4 0Officers may be removed by a three-fourths votthefmembership.

Duties of Officers: Article 1l

Sec. 1The President shall preside at all meetings, andwct them according to the rules adopted. H
she shall enforce due observance of this Constitutnd By-Laws; decide all questions of order; siljoffi-
cial documents adopted by the club, and perforrataltr duties pertaining to the office of President

This Constitution and By-Laws shall supersadeé replace any other Constitution and By-Lawsvdr
up at an earlier date.

By-Laws:

1. Secretary It shall be the duty of the Secretary to keep thestitution and By-Laws of the club and
have the same with him/her at every meeting.
